 Life Skills Worker must be skilled in supporting people with limited verbal 
communication with alternate communication. 

 Life Skills Worker must be competent in developing and implementing new programs in: 
employment, education, life skills, social and leisure and have the ability to establish goals 
with measurable outcomes aligning with the individual’s schedule.  

 Life Skills Worker will be expected to participate in all program activities including; 
skating, swimming as well as a variety of other activities. Be able to adapt and implement 
program activities on a daily basis or when needed when regular activities need 
modifications. 

 Life Skills Worker will be required to support all individuals within the program including 
travel to and from their home and activities within North Vancouver and the head office. 

 Life Skills Worker will provide personal care support as needed. 
 Life Skills Worker will take on key client duties including but not limited to; writing 

reports, developing guidelines and analyzing data, maintaining client records.  
 Clear written and verbal communication skills are essential skills for this position. 
 Life Skills Workers will attend meetings and engage with other professionals when 

required.
